	English
This term, we will reading Stone Age Boy, bringing our narrative writing to life, focusing on characterisation and setting. The children will use powerful descriptions, varied sentence structures, and carefully chosen vocabulary to make their writing engaging. Later in the term, we will explore Haiku and Tanka poetry, discovering how these short but impactful poems can capture moments in time with beautiful imagery and structure.
	RE
Our RE focus this half term is How do festivals and worship show what matters to a Muslim? We will explore key Islamic traditions, learning about important celebrations such as Ramadan and Eid. The children will discover how acts of worship and special festivals reflect faith, values, and community in Islam. This unit will encourage respectful discussions and help the children develop a deeper understanding of different cultures and beliefs.

	The Arts (inc Art/DT/Music/Drama)
In DT, we will be learning about Shell Structures and putting our design skills to the test by creating our own Easter Egg Boxes! The children will explore how to create strong yet lightweight structures, learning about nets, joins, and reinforcements. They will then design, build, and decorate their own boxes, thinking about both function and aesthetics.

This half term, the children will explore Samba, learning about its origins and the different instruments used in this vibrant style of music. They will work in groups to create their own Samba pieces and take part in a fun class competition to showcase their rhythms and teamwork.

	Maths
This half term, we will be tackling fractions, learning how to recognise, compare, and use them in different contexts. Later, we will move on to mass and capacity, with plenty of hands-on activities to help the children develop a practical understanding of measurement and problem-solving in real-life situations.
	How did Britain change and develop from the Stone Age to the Iron Age?

	PE
In PE, we will be focusing on coordination and balance. The children will develop their sending and receiving skills through a variety of fun activities, improving their accuracy and control when passing and catching. We will also be working on counterbalancing with a partner, which will encourage teamwork, trust, and core strength.

	Science
Our new topic in science is Rocks! We will become geologists, investigating different types of rocks, their properties, and how they are formed. To bring our learning to life, we will be taking a fantastic trip to Stump Cross Caverns, where the children will see stunning rock formations up close!


	History
We are stepping back in time to answer the question: How did Britain change and develop from the Stone Age to the Iron Age? The children will explore what life was like for early humans, how they survived, and how farming transformed their way of life.  Through hands-on activities, discussions, and historical sources, the children will gain a real sense of what life was like in prehistoric Britain and how these changes shaped the world we know today.
	French

PSHE
In PSHE, we will explore Relationships, focusing on family roles, friendship, and resolving conflicts positively. We’ll also discuss online safety and being a global citizen, helping children understand how their choices impact others. Through reflection, they’ll develop empathy and appreciation for their families and friendships.



Outcomes
Across the half-term, there shall be many different learning outcomes - far too many to list them all here - but here are a few to look out for:The children will develop their narrative writing skills by creating engaging characters and vivid settings, using descriptive language and varied sentence structures.

 


The children will investigate different types of rocks and how they change over time, linking this to our history topic on the Stone Age to Iron Age. They will explore how early humans used natural materials, including stone and metal, to develop tools, build homes, and transform their way of life.

The children will deepen their understanding of fractions, learning to recognise, compare, and use them in real-life contexts. They will also develop practical skills in measuring mass and capacity, using scales and measuring jugs with accuracy.

	








Home Learning
Here are some suggestions that you can do at home to help embed your child’s new learning:
Please could you practice times tables with your child. Focus on the 3, 4 and 8 times tables (they are expected to know these by the end of year 3).  
Read with your child as often as possible. Discuss with them what they have read. Include things like why a character has behaved in a particular way and why the author has chosen a particular word. Encourage them to read with expression and intonation.

 To support your child's literacy development, we kindly ask that you review their weekly spelling words together. Taking a few minutes each day to go over the list can significantly enhance their spelling skills and boost their confidence. 
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
